(Door-to-door sales began Jan. 29.) Girl Scout Cookies are $5 a box, except for two specialty cookies, which are $6 a box: gluten-free Toffee-tastic and the new non-GMO Girl Scout S’mores cookies.

When you buy Girl Scout Cookies you do two things: 

· Help girls gain important life skills. By running her own cookie business and working with others, Girl Scouts learn money management, people skills, goal-setting, decision-making, and business ethics.
· Help fund local Girl Scout troop activities and leadership programs—like STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering and Math) activities, camp, and field trips [YOUR CITY/NEIGHBORHOOD] Girl Scouts participate in all year long. Girl Scouts fund important community projects at the local level, too, so when you buy Girl Scout Cookies in your neighborhood, you are keeping your dollars in your community.
There are seven Girl Scout Cookies offered this year: Thin Mints, Samoas, Tagalongs, Trefoils, Do-si-Dos, and Savannah Smiles, and gluten-free Toffee-tastic, which is a crunchy, buttery cookie with golden toffee bits. In celebration of 100 years of Girl Scouts selling cookies, Girl Scouts are also introducing the new non-GMO variety, Girl Scout S’mores, crunchy graham sandwich cookies with creamy chocolate marshmallow-y filling.
Customers can also support Girl Scouts by donating money in any amount to go toward the Gift of Caring program, which sends cookies to service men and women overseas and local nonprofit partners like the LA Food Bank. In honor of the 100th anniversary of Girl Scouts selling cookies, Girl Scouts in Greater Los Angeles are targeting to donate 100,000 Gift of Caring cookies this year!
